A BILL TO BE ENTITLED
AN ACT

relating to airport police forces, including the authority to
commission peace officers and the rights, privileges, and duties of
those officers.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

SECTION 1. Article 2.12, Code of Criminal Procedure, is
amended to read as follows:

Art. 2.12. WHO ARE PEACE OFFICERS. The following are peace
officers:

(1) sheriffs, their deputies, and those reserve
deputies who hold a permanent peace officer license issued under
Chapter 1701, Occupations Code;

(2) constables, deputy constables, and those reserve
deputy constables who hold a permanent peace officer license issued
under Chapter 1701, Occupations Code;

(3) marshals or police officers of an incorporated
city, town, or village, and those reserve municipal police officers
who hold a permanent peace officer license issued under Chapter
1701, Occupations Code;

(4) rangers, officers, and members of the reserve
officer corps commissioned by the Public Safety Commission and the
Director of the Department of Public Safety;

(5) investigators of the district attorneys', criminal

district attorneys', and county attorneys' offices;

SECTION 2. The heading to Chapter 23, Transportation Code,

is amended to read as follows:

CHAPTER 23. AIRPORT POLICE FORCES [SECURITY PERSONNEL]

SECTION 3. Section 23.001, Transportation Code, is amended
to read as follows:
Sec. 23.001. ESTABLISHMENT OF AIRPORT POLICE [SECURITV]

FORCE; COMMISSIONING OF PEACE OFFICERS. The governing body of a

joint board, as defined by Section 22.071, or the governing body of

a political subdivision that operates an airport served by an air

carrier certificated by the Federal Aviation Administration [&4wid

Aeronavtics— Boaxd] or the United States Department of
Transportation may:
(1) establish an airport police [seewxity] force; and

(2) commission and employ a peace officer, subject to

Chapter 1701, Occupations Code, if the employee takes and files the

oath required of peace officers [empleoy—airport —seecurity

pexrsonnelt].
SECTION 4. Sections 23.002 and 23.003, Transportation Code,

are repealed.

SECTION 5. This Act takes effect September 1, 2021.
