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A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to municipal and county regulation of a government facility. 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1. Subtitle C, Title 7, Local Government Code, is amended by adding Chapter 244 to read as follows:


Chapter 244.  GOVERNMENT FACILITY REGULATION

Sec. 244.001.  DEFINITIONS. In this chapter:


(1)  "Government facility" means a facility that is operated by an agency of the state or a political subdivision of the state. 


Sec. 244.002.  LOCATION OF GOVERNMENT FACILITY. An agency of the state or a political subdivision of the state, may not operate a government facility unless local consent is obtained under Section 244.003. 


Sec. 244.003.  LOCAL CONSENT. Local consent to the operation of a government facility at a particular location is given if:


(1)  the commissioners court of each county with an unincorporated area that includes all or part of the land within 1,000 feet of the government facility location determines by resolution after a public hearing that it is in the best interest of the county to allow the operation of a government facility at that location; and


(2)  the governing body of each municipality that includes within its boundaries all or part of the land within 1,000 feet of the government facility location determines by resolution after a public hearing that it is in the best interest of the municipality to allow the operation of a government facility at that location. 


SECTION 2. This Act takes effect September 1, 1993. 


SECTION 3. The importance of this legislation and the crowded condition of the calendars in both houses create an emergency and an imperative public necessity that the constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several days in each house be suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended.
