WHEREAS, From there, this dynamic individual was later promoted to the posts of administrative assistant to the city manager in 1964, assistant city manager in 1965, deputy city manager in 1983, and city manager in 1987, in which capacity he has served with the utmost distinction for the past six years; and


WHEREAS, In addition to his career achievements, Mr. Poe has long been active in numerous civic and charitable organizations in his community; he is currently a member of the Salvation Army Advisory Board, the Permian Basin Bid Center Board, the Midland Center Board, and the Downtown Lions Club, and also serves as a deacon at the First Baptist Church; and


WHEREAS, Other groups to which Mr. Poe has devoted his time and energy include the Texas City Management Association, the West Texas City Management Association, the International City Management Association, and the Texas Municipal League; and
