WHEREAS, Judge Connor has admirably served his fellow citizens for 10 years, and his distinguished leadership will be sorely missed by both his colleagues and his constituents; he has contributed greatly to the betterment of his community, and his numerous professional accomplishments and civic contributions are indeed worthy of special recognition; now, therefore, be it
