WHEREAS, The Ghana Dance Ensemble, composed of gifted young dancers and musicians, performs both traditional dances and new forms of presentation that highlight and clarify the essence of these native dances while keeping intact their basic movement and style, vitality, and vigor and their emotional, cultural, and spiritual values; the repertoire of the ensemble also includes works that have been developed based on legends and folk tales that are highly representative of the varied communities of West Africa; and

WHEREAS, The Ghana Cultural Exchange affords Texans a rare opportunity to enjoy the work of two internationally acclaimed performing troupes whose many accomplishments are indeed deserving of recognition and praise; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 73rd Legislature of the State of Texas hereby honor Abibigromma and the Ghana Dance Ensemble on the occasion of their visit to the State Capitol and extend best wishes to them for a memorable stay in Austin and continued success in the future; and, be it further
