CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, For almost four decades, the Dallas County Council of Republican Women's Clubs has served as an umbrella organization for the numerous Republican Women's clubs in the county, providing its affiliate clubs a means for pursuing closer cooperation and greater effectiveness in carrying out their respective duties and responsibilities; and


WHEREAS, Founded in 1955, the organization also has worked closely with the Dallas County Republican Party executive committee, various Federated Republican Women's clubs, and other local party organizations to achieve common goals and to promote the principles and policies that unite them under the banner of the Republican Party; and
