WHEREAS, A deeply religious man, he received his spiritual strength as a devout member of St. Nicholas Episcopal Church in Midland, where he served the congregation as a vestry member; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his life, this exceptional gentleman touched the lives of many people, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his memory will endure in the hearts of those who came to know and love him; now, therefore, be it
