HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, The Texas State Museum of History in Arlington is a popular educational attraction that draws thousands of visitors to tour its fine exhibits each year; and


WHEREAS, Conveniently located in the Dallas‑Fort Worth Metroplex and set amid a host of unique cultural and recreational opportunities available in the dynamic city of Arlington, the museum serves as an important statewide resource for the preservation of Texas historical artifacts; and
