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CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, Capital Metro and Houston Metro have provided a vital service to those who participate in state government by creating the Legislative Shuttle system; and


WHEREAS, Restoration of the State Capitol has necessitated a temporary relocation of the Senate Chamber, along with many legislative offices and meeting rooms, and this relocation has expanded the already significant area where governmental activities occur; and


WHEREAS, Initially, no transportation service was available to assist members, staff, visitors, or others involved in the legislative process in moving expeditiously to and from the various venues where the affairs of state are conducted; and


WHEREAS, Recognizing that this situation was both inconvenient and time consuming, Capital Metro initiated the Legislative Shuttle, which, with additional contributions from Houston Metro, has provided much needed transportation throughout the Capitol and state office complex area at minimal cost to the rider; in rendering this valuable public service, both of these transit authorities have earned the highest legislative praise and recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 73rd Legislature of the State of Texas hereby commend Capital Metro and Houston Metro for their exceptional efforts in the creation and operation of the much needed Legislative Shuttle system; and, be it further
