R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The Austin Junior Chamber of Commerce has requested use of the House Chamber and committee hearing rooms in the John H. Reagan Building on Saturday, January 23, 1993, for conducting the legislative session; and


WHEREAS, The Texas House of  Representatives endorses the goals of the Annual Legislative Seminar and applauds the Austin Junior Chamber of Commerce for sponsoring the valuable program; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED by the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature that, in accordance with the house rules and the policies of the house administration committee, the Austin Junior Chamber of Commerce be hereby granted permission to use the chamber of the Texas House of Representatives and the committee hearing rooms of the John H. Reagan Building on January 23, 1993, from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., for the purpose of conducting the 30th Annual Legislative Seminar, provided that the house of representatives is not in session; and, be it further
