WHEREAS, Since assuming his responsibilities in January 1985, Mr. Simmons has proven himself to be a dedicated public servant whose first priority has always been the continued welfare of Nacogdoches County and its residents; and


WHEREAS, During his tenure in office, he has served proudly and capably in a number of challenging capacities, as pro tem of Nacogdoches County Commissioners Court, vice‑president of the North & East Texas County Judges and Commissioners Association, chairman of the State Nominating Committee for County Judges and  Commissioners Association of Texas, and member of the State Legislative Committee for County Judges and Commissioners Association of Texas, the Deep East Texas Self‑Insurance Fund, and the board of directors for Deep East Texas Council of Governments; and


WHEREAS, A man with firm ties to his community, he belongs to the First United Methodist Church of Nacogdoches and has been an active participant in civic affairs as a member of the Nacogdoches Rotary Club and as Golden Greeter for the Nacogdoches Chamber of Commerce; and
