WHEREAS, Throughout his long and distinguished career, Dr. Yeager continued to expand his medical knowledge by participating in several professional organizations, including the American Academy of Family Practice, the Texas Medical Association, and the American Medical Association; and


WHEREAS, This civic‑minded gentleman was never too busy to serve the people of his community, and he took great pride in his efforts to improve the quality of medical care throughout the Corpus Christi area; the former chief of staff of both Memorial Hospital and Sizer Hospital, he also founded and helped organize the Nueces County Blood Bank and Medical Indigent Clinic, served as vice‑president of the State Board of Health, and acted as director of the Corpus Christi Chamber of Commerce; and


WHEREAS, Widely recognized for his incomparable leadership skills as well as his medical expertise, Dr. Yeager gave generously of his time and talent, and the Texas Medical Association, the Nueces County Medical Society, the Southwest Texas District Medical Association, and the Gulf Coast Academy of Family Practice are just a few of the fine organizations that benefitted from his wise counsel and guidance; and


WHEREAS, The Texas Medical Association recognized this admirable man for his numerous contributions to society by electing him to emeritus membership in 1983; and


WHEREAS, By his selfless dedication to his profession, his abiding concern for the well‑being of those around him, and his sterling example of public service, Dr. Yeager touched the lives of countless individuals, and it is indeed proper that the Texas House of Representatives join family, friends, and admirers throughout the community in honoring this noble and compassionate individual; now, therefore, be it
