WHEREAS, The Brewers shared a happy and rewarding marriage that lasted nearly 60 years and together raised four beloved children:  Jean Brewer Childers, Laura Brewer Kellum, Linda Brewer Phillips, and James A. Brewer; over the years Mrs. Brewer's family has grown to include eight grandchildren and 11 great‑grandchildren; and
