R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, Following her marriage at the age of 20, Mrs. Campbell moved to Thorndale where she worked on the family farm and at the local gin and raised four children; in recent years, her close‑knit family has grown to include six beloved grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Though never able to take advantage of her scholarship and attend college, this remarkable woman has made a profound impact on the lives of generations of students at Thorndale Elementary School as an aide with the school's Chapter One program; and


WHEREAS, Since February 1966, Mrs. Campbell has been a dedicated volunteer at the school, serving under five different principals and earning a lasting place in the hearts of many of her students; today, she often works with children who are the children of former students; and


WHEREAS, For 27 years, Margarite Campbell has enhanced the education of countless Texas schoolchildren and she is indeed worthy of our highest praise and recognition for her continuing contributions in this regard; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby honor Margarite Campbell for her outstanding contributions to her community and state through her service at Thorndale Elementary School; and, be it further
