WHEREAS, He began working as a funeral director in Goldthwaite in 1950, with Earl Fairman, and with Roy Wilkins until Mr. Wilkins' death in 1975; and


WHEREAS, With his son, Ricky, Mr. Stacy went on to purchase the Wilkins Funeral Home and enjoyed a successful association with the Stacy‑Wilkins Funeral Home until his recent passing; and


WHEREAS, Widely regarded throughout the Goldthwaite community for his keen business acumen, he owned Stacy's Insurance Agency for 35 years as well; and


WHEREAS, Vitally interested in civic affairs, he capably served the people of his community as a member of the Goldthwaite City Council, as trustee and president of the Goldthwaite Independent School District, and as chairman of Mills County Fresh Water District No. 1; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his distinguished career, Mr. Stacy actively worked toward the betterment of the Goldthwaite community, contributing time, talent, and energies as an esteemed member of the Goldthwaite Masonic Lodge, the Goldthwaite Lions Club, the Texas Farm Bureau, and Veterans of Foreign Wars Post 9807; and


WHEREAS, He received his spiritual strength as a devout member of Zion Lutheran Church in Priddy and later as a member of First United Methodist Church in Goldthwaite; and


WHEREAS, A man of great vision, he dedicated much of his life to serving his community; though his special presence will be missed by all who knew him, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives were touched by this exceptional gentleman; now, therefore, be it
