R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The Texas House of Representatives warmly supports the goals and objectives of this worthy organization, and it welcomes the opportunity to meet these outstanding young men and to hear from those who are leaders in their own generation; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED by the House of Representatives of the 73rd Legislature, That, in accordance with house rules and with the policies and procedures of the House Committee on Administration, the Boy Scouts of America be hereby granted permission to use the speaker's committee room for official photographs and the chamber of the Texas House of Representatives in the State Capitol for the "Boy Scout Annual Report to the State," on February 13, 1993, beginning at 9:30 a.m., provided that the house of representatives is not in session.
