WHEREAS, Respected by her colleagues at the Albert B. Alkek Library, where she had been employed as a library assistant since September 1990, this determined and disciplined student worked full‑time throughout her college years in order to finance her education; and


WHEREAS, Despite maintaining a solid academic record and a full‑time work schedule, Ms. Torres gave generously of her time, effort, and energy to many significant campus organizations; a member of the Alpha Kappa Psi professional business fraternity, she was active in the Association of Mexican‑American Students, where she served in many positions, including coordinator of the annual Miss Mexican‑American SWT pageant; and


WHEREAS, Recognized by her peers and professors to be an exemplary scholar and student leader, Ms. Torres also was a member of the search committee that helped hire a new vice‑president for student affairs at Southwest Texas State University; and


WHEREAS, This admirable young Texan looked forward to graduate school and a bright future in her profession; as a senior she was already enrolled in graduate‑level courses, having been selected to participate in the Summer Research and Graduate School Preparation Program at her college in 1990; and


WHEREAS, Rosalinda Medellin Torres was a valued and beloved member of the San Marcos community whose presence and accomplishments greatly enriched the lives of all those around her; though this extraordinary young woman will be profoundly missed, she will long be remembered by the many people whose lives she touched during her years on this earth; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Rosalinda Medellin Torres and extend heartfelt sympathy to her two brothers, Jose Angel Medellin of Lockhart and Robert Medellin Torres of San Marcos, and to her many other relatives and friends; and, be it further
