WHEREAS, In 1942 he began administering to the medical needs of the Fort Worth community as a private practitioner specializing in orthopedics; shortly thereafter he interrupted his practice to serve his country as an orthopedist with the 40th Station Hospital in the Mediterranean during World War II; and


WHEREAS, In the course of his distinguished career, he also served at Harris Methodist Hospital, John Peter Smith Hospital, St. Joseph Hospital, All Saints Hospital, and Cook‑Fort Worth Children's Hospital in Fort Worth; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Levy was widely regarded throughout his chosen profession for his knowledge, skill, and dedication and contributed his wealth of expertise as an esteemed member of several professional organizations, including the Diplomate American Board of Orthopaedic Surgery, the Tarrant County Medical Society, the International Society for Orthopedic Surgery and Trauma, the Clinical Orthopaedic Society, and the Texas Orthopedic Association; and


WHEREAS, In recognition of the many and significant contributions he had made to the North Central Texas community throughout the years, he was honored with a number of prestigious accolades, including the Golden Headed Cane Award from the Tarrant County Medical Society, the Paul Harris Award from the Rotary Club, and the Humanitarian Award from the National Jewish Hospital and Research Center; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Levy was a man of great vision who dedicated much of his life to serving the needs of his community; though his special presence will be missed by all who knew him, his spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives were touched by this exceptional gentleman; now, therefore, be it
