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R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, State Trooper Jim Alexander is retiring from the Department of Public Safety, bringing to a close an exceptional career spanning more than three decades in law enforcement; and

WHEREAS, The public, too, became aware of his dedication to the community, benefiting both by the valuable assistance he rendered to individual citizens in the course of his duties and by his continued involvement in civic and community service organizations in the city; and


WHEREAS, Often going above and beyond the call of duty in carrying out his difficult tasks, Trooper Alexander throughout his exemplary career has been a credit to himself, to all Department of Public Safety troopers, and to all of the fine men and women in the law enforcement profession whose selfless dedication to the public welfare enable us to enjoy the benefits of a peaceful and orderly society; and


WHEREAS, It is fitting, then, on the occasion of his retirement, that the members of this body join his fellow peace officers and the citizens of Pasadena in bestowing well‑deserved praise and recognition on this outstanding public servant; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby honor Department of Public Safety Trooper Jim Alexander for his outstanding record of meritorious service to the community and extend best wishes for a happy and rewarding retirement; and, be it further
