WHEREAS, Described by a colleague as someone who does the work of three people, this popular, hardworking, and highly accomplished individual has made many contributions to the citizens of Fort Worth throughout his long and accomplished career and has earned the lasting admiration of his many friends at city hall and in the community; on the occasion of his retirement, it is indeed fitting that he receive legislative recognition for his exemplary record of public service; now, therefore, be it
