WHEREAS, In order to ensure that students are able to meet the necessary admissions requirements, school counselors, teachers, and principals will be on hand to offer specific advice about courses and tests that will help students prepare for higher education; they also will inform students of the many other opportunities available to them after high school graduation, including vocational education and military service; and


WHEREAS, In addition to providing technical assistance and information to an expected 13,000 Hispanic youths from all over the Houston area, the members of the Houston Hispanic Forum will provide these young people with positive role models and mentors who will encourage them to reach beyond the limitations they perceive; in doing this, they extend the promise of a brighter future to each of these students and ensure that our society will reap the rewards of a motivated, educated work force to take us into the next century; now, therefore, be it
