WHEREAS, During his  affiliation with this worthwhile organization, Mr. Wagner performed a wide variety of tasks designed to better educate the public about the disease and improve the lives of those who are living with it; and


WHEREAS, He founded the group's household  goods program in 1987, which has provided AIDS sufferers with whatever they might need in the way of household items, and the successful program has served as a model for similar programs that have been founded throughout the country; and


WHEREAS, Through his work with the People with AIDS Coalition, Joseph Wagner was able to share his  dream of a world in which all men and women might live   with the simple joys of understanding and acceptance; his dedication to this goal will not end with his passing but will live on in    the hearts of the many people whose lives were touched by this remarkable  gentleman; now, therefore, be it
