R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, Outgoing and energetic as well as studious, he took a job at a local sporting goods store that also gave him an opportunity to share his passion for the outdoors with other people; he loved to camp, climb mountains, and go rafting and only recently had earned his certification as a scuba diver, which he had hoped to use during the winter on scuba diving expeditions with his father; and


WHEREAS, He also expressed his fondness for the outdoors through his involvement in the Boy Scouts of America, in which organization he excelled as he had at Berkner High School; a member of Scout Troop 444, he was looking forward to receiving the supreme honor to which a scout can aspire, the coveted silver Eagle badge he had earned when he attained the rank of Eagle Scout; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary individual, he was a source of unending pride and joy to his parents, a true and loyal companion to his friends, and an inspiration to all who came to know him, and though his presence is gone from us now, Justin Marquart will surely live on in the hearts and minds of all those whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby honor the memory of Justin Marquart and extend deepest sympathy to his mother and father, Steve and Darlene Marquart, and to all of the other family members and friends who have mourned the passing of this fine young man; and, be it further
