WHEREAS, A beloved landmark in this thriving North Texas community, South Euless Elementary School has witnessed numerous changes during its existence, including early efforts to racially integrate the school's student population and the loss of its roof during a whirlwind in 1929; and


WHEREAS, From its historic beginnings, South Euless Elementary School has dedicated itself to the total development of its students, helping to shape tomorrow's leaders with pride and determination; a shining example of excellence in education, this exceptional school indeed deserves our highest praise and recognition as it celebrates this significant milestone in its rich history; now, therefore, be it
