WHEREAS, The Glee Club's repertoire depicts the history of the Armed Forces and encompasses concert pieces, current hit songs, American and foreign folk songs, and contemporary ballads; three specialty groups with the club include a male/female ensemble called Mixed Company, an a cappella quintet called the Grouptones, and a contemporary group, the Headliners; and


WHEREAS, These gifted vocalists travel extensively throughout the year, performing up to 30 concerts annually and have appeared in some of the nation's most famous concert halls and shared the spotlight with such beloved entertainers as Bob Hope, Bing Crosby, Dinah Shore, and Roberta Peters; and


WHEREAS, Additionally, the Glee Club has graced several presidential inaugurations and experienced one of its proudest moments when it was asked to provide a special homecoming performance for American hostages returning from Iran; and


WHEREAS, Throughout its rich history, the West Point Cadet Glee Club has provided entertainment for millions of Americans and brought great honor to the nation's oldest service academy, and it is indeed deserving of special legislative recognition and praise for its continuing contributions in this regard; now, therefore, be it
