R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, A lifelong resident of Beaumont, a devoted husband and father, and a devout member of his church, Commissioner Moore has shown an abiding interest in the well‑being of his home town, and his lengthy and impressive record of service is eloquent testimony to his tireless dedication, wide‑ranging interests, and selfless desire to improve the quality of life for every segment of society; and


WHEREAS, This esteemed individual has played a prominent role in the Beaumont business community, earning respect and admiration as a member of the Private Industry Council and as advisory director of the Beaumont Chamber of Commerce; he also has been active in local civic affairs as a member of the 1972 Beaumont Charter Change Committee and the Beaumont Community and Police Council; and
