WHEREAS, His many professional accomplishments and his record of public service reflected not only his exceptional ability and energy but his abiding concern for the well‑being of others in the community, which emanated from his abiding faith and the deep  religious convictions he expressed as a Sunday school teacher and deacon at the First Baptist Church, where he was a longtime member; and


WHEREAS, Supported in all of his personal, professional, and public endeavors by his loving wife, Patsy, and their children, Dr. Pittman established a record of achievement that will remain as a lasting legacy to his family, to his many friends and admirers, and to all the citizens of Mexia who have deeply mourned the passing of this outstanding individual; now, therefore, be it
