R E S O L U T I O N


WHEREAS, Cathy F. Chavis, Principal of Fehl Elementary School, has successfully completed the Initial Training on Effective Schools Research and Implementation Strategies program, qualifying her as a school accreditation team member; and


WHEREAS, Under her expert guidance, Fehl Elementary was honored with the Governor's Excellence Award, a distinction earned by schools whose students attained outstanding scores on the Texas Assessment of Academic Skills exam over a three‑year period; the school also received a certificate of achievement awarded by the State Board of Education for exceptional performance on all sections of the Texas Educational Assessment of Minimum Skills test; and


WHEREAS, Recognized by the Beaumont Independent School District as an exemplary institution, Fehl Elementary School achieved this recognition thanks to a faculty and staff that consistently challenge students to become independent creative thinkers and problem solvers; part of the school's efforts to facilitate that worthy goal includes an accelerated critical thinking program that has been developed and integrated into the curriculum; and


WHEREAS, Of the three Texas schools chosen to participate in Project Step‑Up, a federally funded program administered through Lamar University and designed to serve potentially gifted minority students, Fehl Elementary was designated the most successful site; and


WHEREAS, Among the many outstanding resources at this fine institution are a fully equipped science lab and, as part of the playground area, a 70‑foot‑by‑70‑foot hands‑on map of the United States; and


WHEREAS, To enhance their understanding, third graders at Fehl Elementary are provided field trips to historical sites across the state and nation; and


WHEREAS, Another outstanding program available at this exemplary school is Easy Start, which was funded through Lamar University by a Jarvis grant and which benefits children from kindergarten through second grade; and


WHEREAS, The faculty and staff of Fehl Elementary School, under the notable leadership of principal Cathy F. Chavis, have provided exceptional learning opportunities for their students, and it is appropriate that they be given special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Fehl Elementary School and principal Cathy F. Chavis for their praiseworthy efforts in providing an exceptional education to the children of their community; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for the students and staff of Fehl Elementary School and presented to their delegation on the occasion of their visit to the Capitol on March 15, 1993, as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
