WHEREAS, A former trustee of the United Way of Texas, he also has served on the boards of Planned Parenthood of Houston and Southeast Texas, Inc., as well as on the boards of Texas Impact and Citizens United for the Rehabilitation of Errants; and


WHEREAS, The many contributions Reverend Triem has made to his church, community, and state are indeed worthy of special recognition and praise; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby commend the Reverend Edward T. Triem for his 25 years of outstanding service to the Pine Crest Presbyterian Church, the community of Houston, and the State of Texas; and, be it further
