WHEREAS, Hardworking and dedicated to the welfare of others, Reverend Grant made a positive difference in the lives of the members of his church and community, earning the abiding respect and admiration of all those he came to know; and


WHEREAS, Described by others as gracious, gifted, and noble, Reverend Grant touched the lives of many people throughout his full and generous life and made numerous lasting contributions to the spiritual life of his community; although he is gone from us now, his thoughtful words and compassionate ways will always flourish and his memory will continue to serve as an inspiration to all who were privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
