WHEREAS, Mr. Chadwick was a man of boundless energies who shared with the youth of the community his interest in and commitment to agricultural concerns, lending his support and enthusiastic backing to their many 4‑H Club and FFA activities; and


WHEREAS, A man of great vision, he devoted much of his life to the betterment of his community, and though his presence will be deeply missed, his unique spirit will surely live on in the hearts and minds of the many people whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
