WHEREAS, Captain Walker served as mission commander aboard Discovery when the refurbished and modified craft made its momentous flight in December 1992, an event that marked the NASA space shuttle fleet's 53rd orbital flight; and


WHEREAS, Captain Walker symbolizes the United States' continuing commitment to world leadership in space, and his exemplary record of achievement is indeed a source of inspiration and justifiable pride to his fellow Americans; now, therefore, be it
