WHEREAS, This greatly respected officer was a man of tremendous integrity and courage whose exemplary record of public service speaks for itself; though his life has been cut tragically short, his memory endures as an inspiration to all those who were privileged to know him and to a new generation of law enforcement officers who choose to follow in this difficult but essential profession; now, therefore, be it
