WHEREAS, In only two years, these remarkable individuals saved $20,000, just enough for one month's lease of restaurant space; the Kim Son eatery quickly became one of Houston's most popular Vietnamese restaurants, and the family opened a second Kim Son location in 1986; and


WHEREAS, An inspiration to entrepreneurs throughout the State of Texas, this renowned restaurant has brought prosperity to both the La family and the Houston community; with approximately $2.5 million in sales last year, Kim Son today is the top Vietnamese restaurant in the city and recently relocated to a new 22,000‑square‑foot building; and


WHEREAS, Determined to build on their family's prosperity, all seven of the La children have graduated from or are currently attending college, and their commitment to education and hard work serves as a shining example to those pursuing the American dream; now, therefore, be it
