WHEREAS, Despite his busy professional and personal life, Mr. Riley also gave generously of his time as a dedicated civic leader; first elected to the Pasadena City Council in 1983, he served as mayor pro tempore from 1985 to 1987 and represented the constituents of District D for four consecutive terms; and


WHEREAS, Among the many worthwhile organizations to benefit from the services of this fine individual were the Pasadena Historical Society, the Pasadena Rodeo Association, American Legion Post 521, and the Masonic Lodge, to name but a few; and
