WHEREAS, The Lady Tigers featured superior athletic ability, outstanding determination, and tremendous pride on the part of every player, including Tamika Stimpson, LaQuan Stallworth, Rebecca Scott, Jessica Barnes, Erica Dabney, LaShundra Watkins, Ashlea Simpkins, Roshunda Fobbs, Christy Denmon, Sally Powell, Amy Musgrove, and Linda Powell; and


WHEREAS, Although each squad member made significant contributions to the team's success, several Lady Tigers also garnered well‑deserved individual honors, with Tamika Stimpson and Rebecca Scott earning spots on the all‑district first team, Erica Dabney and Jessica Barnes being tabbed as members of the all‑district second team, Roshunda Fobbs receiving honorable mention, and LaQuan Stallworth being designated District 23‑4A Co‑Most Valuable Player; and


WHEREAS, Kim Albers, whose nine years at Silsbee include the last three years as girls' basketball head coach, provided inspirational leadership to her charges, and for her dedicated efforts earned District 23‑4A Co‑Coach of the Year honors; she also was selected by the Houston Chronicle as Coach of the Year; and
