WHEREAS, Corporal Bromley's legacy of heroic dedication and self‑sacrifice will surely endure and continue to be a source of inspiration to those who follow him in this difficult but essential profession; though his presence is gone from us now, he will long be remembered as a man of honor and integrity by the many people who knew and admired him; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Corporal Lawrence "Larry" D.
