WHEREAS, Before joining the staff of Laredo Junior College, this exemplary educator served as a classroom teacher, audio‑visual education director, and assistant high school principal with the Laredo Independent School District; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Sanchez is admired and respected by his colleagues throughout the state and nation, and his advice and expertise have been sought by the U.S. Department of Education, U.S. Department of Health, Education, and Welfare, and the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board; and


WHEREAS, He also is a member of numerous professional organizations, including the Texas Junior College Teachers Association, American Association for Higher Education, Junior College Student Personnel Association of Texas, and Texas Association of College and University Student Personnel; and


WHEREAS, In addition to his many contributions to his state and profession, this courageous gentleman demonstrated extraordinary dedication to his country during World War II, when he flew 35 combat missions; and


WHEREAS, Known to all for his compassion and commitment, he today is an active member of the Laredo community who serves on the Texas School for the Blind board of directors and works closely with the Noon Lions and the Airport Advisory Committee for the city of Laredo; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Sanchez is an inspiration to students and educators alike, and his many accomplishments are indeed worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
