WHEREAS, Mr. Wilson has been recognized on several occasions for his dedication to community service; last year, he received a Community Service Award for his work with the Channel 8 Tele‑Auction, a fundraiser for Houston's public television station, and on March 27, 1993, he was honored by his peers at a ceremony commemorating his retirement; and


WHEREAS, Throughout his many years as a civic leader, Mr. Wilson has enjoyed the love and support of his wife, Dorothy; together, they have raised two children, Taleia and Marcus, who have been a continuing source of pride and joy to their parents; and


WHEREAS, A man who has devoted much of his life to helping both his coworkers and the people of his community, J. Ray Wilson has been a leader in a noble tradition, and his compassion and wisdom will surely resonate in the lives of all who admire and respect this fine gentleman; now, therefore, be it
