WHEREAS, Born in Jackson, Mississippi, this talented young woman moved with her parents to College Station when she was two months old; she graduated summa cum laude from West Texas State University and currently is pursuing a master's degree in music at the University of North Texas; and


WHEREAS, Constant support for her musical endeavors has been provided by her parents, Gene and Jane Pulley, who tirelessly encourage their daughter to pursue her singing goals; and


WHEREAS, Emily Pulley has achieved outstanding success as a singer, developing her vocal abilities to meet the rigorous demands of operatic performance, and it is indeed appropriate that she be given special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
