R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The Angelina County Chamber of Commerce does a splendid job of serving the people of East Texas; and


WHEREAS, The Angelina County Chamber of Commerce is promoting the Ninth Annual Texas Forest Festival September 22‑26, 1993, at the Angelina County Exposition Center; and


WHEREAS, The festival celebrates an industry that has historically shaped the area and continues as a tremendous positive influence on the people and economy of Deep East Texas; and
