WHEREAS, Having served as an assistant coach at Vidor High School and West Orange Stark High School, this outstanding teacher became the head coach and athletic director at Orangefield in 1975, establishing a tradition of excellence there that he would repeat several times during his subsequent coaching tenures at Martin High School, Longview High School, and Jones High School; and


WHEREAS, Among the many well‑deserved accolades earned by Mr. Peveto during his coaching career were five District Coach of the Year awards; he also was named the Laredo Morning News Coach of the Year in 1986 and the Houston Chronicle Coach of the Year in 1990 and was inducted into the Greater Houston Area Football Coaches Hall of Honor; and


WHEREAS, A devoted husband and father, he was supported in all his endeavors by his beloved wife, Janice, and by his seven children, Greg, Garey, Billy, Jeff, Bradley, Alice, and Ashley; and


WHEREAS, Edward Leo Peveto was a man of rare compassion and integrity; although his guidance and tireless devotion will be missed by all who knew him, his remarkable spirit will live on in the hearts of the many whose lives he touched; now, therefore, be it
