R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, Named for pioneer leader Robert M. Williamson, the county was organized in 1848, with the community of Georgetown selected as its county seat; and

RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby recognize May 11, 1993, as Williamson County Day and commend its citizens for their efforts in building one of Texas' finest counties; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for Williamson County as a commemoration of this grand occasion and as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
