WHEREAS, Her greatest success came in daytime television where, after appearing as a regular on The Young and the Restless, she created the memorable character Jo Johnson on Days of Our Lives; in addition to winning the hearts of millions of viewers, she also won a well‑deserved Soap Opera Award as best supporting actress in a daytime drama for her performance in this role; and
