WHEREAS, The observation of Emergency Medical Services Week allows these outstanding health care professionals to further serve the people of Southeast Texas by educating the public about injury prevention and proper responses to medical emergencies; and


WHEREAS, Few people consider the importance of quality emergency medical care until a crisis occurs, but when a natural disaster or catastrophe strikes a community, citizens depend on the preparation and quick response of emergency personnel; across Texas and the nation, thousands of selfless men and women stand prepared to answer that call, and those individuals are indeed deserving of the highest praise, thanks, and recognition; now, therefore, be it
