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R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, In 1989 she became a partner in DeAnaco Trucking, Inc., where she continued to hone her strong financial analysis skills and distinguished herself as an adept manager of the numerous accounting details and complex recordkeeping requirements associated with the trucking business; and


WHEREAS, An active and caring member of her community, Ms. Barrera has generously given of her time and resources over the years, helping the elderly with their tax returns and, together with her family, donating food, shelter, and clothing to those less fortunate; and


WHEREAS, Truly a pillar of her community, Patricia Barrera has made many lasting contributions to the citizens of Webb County as a public servant, businesswoman, teacher, and private citizen; well‑liked and respected, her intelligence and compassion have benefitted countless individuals and she is indeed deserving of special legislative recognition for her many exceptional accomplishments; now, therefore, be it
