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R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, The leadership of the organization at this level is entrusted each year to an individual who not only has exhibited leadership ability but has exemplified the highest ideals of service to the community and loyalty to the Rotary organization's goals and purposes; and


WHEREAS, Newly elected governor of Rotary District 5870 Dr. Clift Price perfectly embodies these and many other admirable qualities and has proven himself worthy of the honor vested in the office he now assumes; and
