WHEREAS, Possessed of exceptional tennis skills and the heart of a true champion, Kori Sosnowy exemplifies the unquenchable competitive spirit that fires all great athletes, and her outstanding success in the sport of tennis is truly worthy of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
