WHEREAS, Always gracious and considerate in dealing with those around her, Gussie Harold Evans contributed immeasureably to the legislative process as the house journal clerk and served the citizens of this state with outstanding diligence and integrity for many years; and


WHEREAS, During her lifetime, Ms. Evans exemplified the highest standards of excellence, dedication, and leadership; though her presence is gone from us now, her spirit will remain in the hearts of those whose lives she touched during her years on this earth; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 73rd Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of Gussie Harold Evans and extend sincere sympathy to the J. Monty Walton family and to the many other friends and relatives of this fine woman; and, be it further
