WHEREAS, The school's student council sponsor since 1963, he has been involved in a host of worthwhile activities throughout the district, is a lector and eucharistic minister at the Little Flower Catholic Church, where he attends services with his brother, and has taught religious education classes and worked with the Catholic Youth Organization at St. Mary's Catholic Church in the community; and


WHEREAS, Also honored as a recipient of the People Helping People Award and the Beta Sigma Phi‑‑XIXI Nu 1980 Outstanding Service to Our Community Award, Milton Boudreaux has been recognized with the Pro Deo Et Juventute award as well for his work with area youth; and


WHEREAS, Together, these dynamic educators coordinate such popular campus events as the First Day of School Program, the Christmas party and dance, and the eighth grade luncheon and commencement exercises each year; and
